  Answer: Murtad is a person who recites the Kalima and becomes a Muslim but later in         life becomes a Kafir. 
7) Who is a Mushriq? 

       Answer:  A Mushriq is that person who accepts anything as God. 

8) Which people are Mushriq? 

  Answer:

  Hindu people who accepts idols as gods, who also accept them to be partners of God. 

9) Is there any Mushriq in Muslims? 

Answer:      

No a Muslim cannot be a Mushriq because Muslims do not make anything partners of        god neither they accept anything other than God as their Creator. 

10) What does Imaan mean? 

Answer: 

Imaan means to testify the essentials of Islam by heart and to act upon them. 

11) How many Mu’mins are there?

      12) Who are Saalih? 

       Answer:  A Saalih person is a pious Muslim who testifies by heart and acts upon it.

        Answer: A Fasik person is a Muslim who testifies by heart but does not act upon it. 

14) What is the difference between Shirk and Kaffur?  

Answer: 

To refuse the essentials of Islam is called Kuffar to make partners of God is called Shirk. 

15) How many types of Kuffar are there? 

Answer: There are 2 types of Kuffar: 

a) Kuffar by Nature: The person who is born in a Kafir family it is his nature to be born as a Kafir. (KAFIR FROM START)  

b) Murtad: The person who recites the Kalima becomes a Muslim and then turns to Kafir.
