Gunaha Kabira (BIG)

Gunaha Sagira (Small)

1) What is Bid’at? 

Answer: 

Bid’at is a new thing, which is started in deen after the Holy Prophet Muhammed 
There are 2 kinds of Bid’at:

a) Bad-Bid’at:                    Which leads Astray                Bid’at –e- Dalala / Bid’at-e-Sayi’a 

b) Good Bid’at                Praised Bid’at             Bid’at-e-Mahmooda / Bid’at-e-Hasana #

2) What is Bid’at-e-Sayi’a? 

Answer: 

Bid’at-e-Sayi’a is that new thing which is opposite to Kitab, Sunnah, Ijma’a-e-Ummah. This is known as Makrooh and Haraam. 

3) What is Bid’at-e-Hasana? 

Answer: 

That New thing which is according to Kitab, Sunnah. Ijma’a-e-Ummah that is known as Good Bid’at and this bid’at should increase ones Imaan in deen, this is known as bid’at-e-Hasana. There are categories in good bid’at:

· Mustahab

· Sunnah

· Wajib

4) What are Gunaha (SIN) and how many kinds of sin are there? 

Answer: 

To act against Shariah is a SIN, SIN keeps a person away from ALLAH (SWT) and makes the person deprived from reward. There are 2 kinds of SIN:

· Gunaha Sagira (MINOR SIN)

· Gunaha Kabira (MAJOR SIN) 

5) What is Gunaha Sagira? 

Answer: 

Gunaha Sagira is that MINOR SIN which Shariah declares no Specific Punishment, that sin is known as Gunaha Sagira, to remove these MINOR SINS you can do the following: 

· Worship 

· Obey your Parents.

· Charity

As it is mentioned in Hadith: 

That the person who makes ablution (GOOD WUZU), Allah (SWT) removes his Minor Sins. But if you continue doing the same Minor Sin, Again and Again then that sin will become Major and will only be forgiven by Repentance,

6) What is Gunaha Kabira? 

Answer: 

Those sins of which the punishment has been declared by the Quran and Hadith, these sins are known as MAJOR SINS. These sins have Specific Punishments, They are:

Examples of Major Sin (Mentioned in Quran and Sunnah):

· To Steal 

· To Kill a Person.

· To take the freedom of Orphans.

· To Insult any Parents. 

· To take interest.

· To give false evidence. 

· To not Perform Prayer. 

· To not keep a fast without genuine excuse.

· To fight with a person without any fight. 

· False Oath.

· To be intentionally Unbalanced

· To give or take bribery. 

· Backbiting 

· To forget the quran after memorizing. 

· To become disappointed with the message of ALLAH (SWT) 

· To over EXAGURATE.

· To commit Suicide.

· To blame someone from committing Adultery. 

· To do MAGIC.

· Oppression

· To cheat someone.

· To stir trouble between 2 People. 

· To be cruel to your Wife. 

· To be cruel to Partner, or anything. 

7) What is repentance and the method of repentance? 

Answer: 

There are 3 types of repentance: 

· Confession

· To feel ashamed. On committing the sin. 

· Strong Decision, NOT TO DO IT AGAIN. 

E.G. A person at the age of 30 does a firm intention that he will read Namaaz with a firm intention them he will be forgiven.
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
